Introduction:

The friendship between Britain and Chile dates from the time of Chilean Independence in the early nineteenth century, when men such as Admiral Lord Cochrane played an important role in the creation of the Republic of Chile. This close relationship led to the establishment of a thriving British community in Chile, among them the ancestors of many present day Chileans, including the former President (1990-94), Patricio Aylwin. The Anglo Chilean Society was founded in 1944, based on the close ties between the two nations.

The Objectives of the Society:

· The advancement of the education of the people of Great Britain in respect of Chile, its people, history, language, literature, institutions, folklore, culture and current way of life.

· Supporting charitable initiatives in Chile.
